It may seem strange that
one of the most beloved
of Advent readings – this
celebration of the birth of
the Prince of Peace –
should originate from one
of the darkest periods of
Old Testament history.
Isaiah 9 probably stems
from the time when Israel
was suffering savage
military oppression at the
hands of the Assyrian
Empire. People were
indeed living in ‘a land of
deep darkness’. Yet it is
into this extreme
darkness that the prophet
Isaiah speaks – so sure of
God’s saving power that
he can use the past
tense: ‘a child has been
born for us’.  

LIFE-GIVING GIFT: Youth Exchange Placement

For more than two decades, Sri Lanka
has been scarred by a bitter civil war
arising out of ethnic tensions. Your gift
could help send one young person on
a ten-day exchange programme,
giving them the opportunity to share
their life experiences and build
bridges of understanding.

Matthew’s vision of the
church is like a city set on
a hill whose light cannot
be hid.

John’s Gospel
tells us that Jesus said: ‘I
am the light of the world.’
Matthew is here more
daring still. ‘You – Jesus’
disciples – are the light of
the world.’ It is through us
that the world will be able
to glimpse something of
Jesus. But if we fail to
live up to our vocation
then the responsibility for
obscuring the light of
Christ rests with us.
