On 27 May 2007 Pastor Berlin V Guerrero was abducted in front of his wife and children as they traveled home from the local church where he was a pastor in Malaban, Biñan, Laguna. After heavy torture and interrogation completely unrelated to the charge against him, Pastor Berlin has now spent over one year in prison on a trumped-up charge of murder.

We appeal for a speedy resolution of the case of Pastor Berlin Guerrero. We know that Pastor Berlin continues his pastoral ministry within the Cavite Provincial Jail, and we are certain that he is detained for political rather than criminal reasons. We urge you to prioritize this case as testament to the pursuit of justice and democracy in the Philippines.

Pastor Berlin V Guerrero is one among many Filipinos who have been abducted, tortured, disappeared and killed under the Gloria Macapagal-Arroyo Administration. We enjoin your efforts to bring justice to the many victims of Human Rights Violations. Our prayers are with you as you are challenged to address these injustices. We join this appeal for a speedy resolution of the case of Pastor Berlin as we also join in the efforts to bring peace based on justice to the Filipino people.
